Jurors must unanimously (with 100%!!!! individual jurors
agreeing) find the defendant guilty or not guilty. In other
words, if a jury deliberates, and just one person believes the
defendant is innocent, then the defendant cannot be found
guilty beyond a reasonable doubt.

A good defense lawyer can sway people on the jury and
allow their client to walk free. The job of the lawyer is there-
fore all about persuading the jury to see the case from their
point of view. The better persuader wins the case.

Despite this system, there is inevitably some corruption
and hush-hush deals behind closed dootrs. After all, we are all
humans and it’s possible that the judge is friends with one of
the lawyers or the defendant.

But American courts are generally thought to be pretty
honest, though racial bias is sometimes a problem. There are
even ways for citizens to get a judge overthrown, if there are
conflicts of interest or the judge makes too many questiona-
ble decisions.
